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 LOCATION
The race is to be held at the junction of the Susquehanna River and the Chesapeake Bay at Tidewater Marina in Havre de Grace Maryland.  This area is one of the northern most points on the bay with an excellent sailing venue, flat water, some current to make things interesting, and one of the best views on the entire bay.  The sailing area is close off the bulkhead at Tidewater Marina, thus no time consuming sails or tows to the race area. Havre de Grace has retained a small town atmosphere and offers many interesting activities for the non-sailing visitor.  The town is home to many antique shops, the Decoy Museum houses one of the largest and best collections of traditional wooden decoys in America, Concord Point Lighthouse, any many other restaurants all within a short stroll from the Marina.
